Am | m ssing
sonet hi ng, what's the big dea
about lottery day, when have we
ever won?

Scott reaches into the pocket of his pyjam shorts and pulls

out the LOTTERY TICKET. Sarah lifts the CUP OF JU CE from
the tray to her face and takes a sip.

Well, | have a good feeling about
t hi s one!

SARAH

|’ m glad you' re being so positive.
